Possession of a current Arkansas license to practice professional engineering or graduation froman EAC of ABET
approved engineering curriculum or equivalent as judged by the Arkansas Board of Registration for Professional
Engineers and Land Surveyors. Engineer Intern certification required. Highway design experience. Knowledge
of construction specifications and techniques.
